Picture Book for National Security Education

(ERMIVERZ > BAMIHIZEE) (Chinese only)

Summary

This circular memorandum aims to inform kindergartens, primary and secondary
schools which offer local curriculum about the distribution of the captioned picture book.

Details

2. Article 10 of the Law of the People’s Republic of China on Safeguarding National
Security in the Hong Kong Special Administrative Region stipulates that the Hong Kong Special
Administrative Region shall promote national security education in schools and universities and
through social organisations, the media, the internet and other means to raise the awareness of
Hong Kong residents of national security and of the obligation to abide by the law.

3. It is the responsibility of schools to implement national security education through the
school curriculum. National security education is a part of, and inseparable from, national
education. To support the smooth implementation of national security education in schools, the
Education Bureau (EDB) has been adopting various support measures, which include providing
relevant learning and teaching resources, to enrich students’ understanding of our country, nurture
in students a sense of belonging to our country, a sense of national identity, and their awareness and
responsibility of safeguarding national security.

4. The EDB and the Security Bureau had reviewed the picture book titled  { F{THYER
% 09272 )(“the Picture Book™) compiled by the [Bf57 274 £ 414254 (Chinese only) of
the University of International Relations with Professor Bi Yanying, Dean of the Department of
Law of the University of International Relations, as the Executive Editor. The Picture Book is
rich in content with lively illustrations and concise language. Written from students’ perspective
and through different themes and daily examples, including “HERE&HEEFH ST, “H 2 BHEE
o7, RIS RZET, “hEUEER R, “HEsEZERIf/NE", etc., it provides readers with a
simple yet in-depth introduction to the holistic view of national security and covers over ten major
fields. The Picture Book is suitable for students to read, and is of great support for schools'
implementation of national security education.



5. In this regard, the EDB and the Security Bureau will distribute complimentary copies
of the Picture Book to schools offering local curriculum as supplementary teaching resources and
reading materials for students. Each secondary and primary school will be allocated 3 copies and
5 copies respectively. Teachers can adopt the ideas from the Picture Book and design extended
learning activities according to students’ abilities and levels to nurture in students an awareness of
the country and their love for the motherland. Each kindergarten and special school will be
allocated 2 copies, and teachers can introduce the content of the Picture Book to students in the
form of storytelling. Heads of kindergartens, primary, secondary and special schools are
requested to complete the attached collection form and arrange to collect the books at the respective
Regional Education Offices from 24 June 2022 to 22 July 2022 (for primary and secondary schools)
or from 25 July 2022 to 24 August 2022 (for kindergartens).
