Book Series { IFX Z2Z 5 ) (Chinese only)

Summary

This circular memorandum informs heads of primary and secondary schools (including special
schools) which offer local curriculum about the distribution of the book series (EZFZEZE )
(Chinese only) and the seminar for teachers on teaching strategies and the use of learning and teaching
materials for the implementation of national security education.

Details

2. Article 10 of the Law of the People’s Republic of China on Safeguarding National
Security in the Hong Kong Special Administrative Region stipulates that the Hong Kong Special
Administrative Region shall promote national security education in schools and universities and through
social organisations, the media, the internet and other means to raise the awareness of Hong Kong
residents of national security and of the obligation to abide by the law.

3. National security education (NSE) is a part of, and inseparable from, national education.
The implementation of national education and NSE is not only a school routine task, it is also a whole-
school endeavor and the shared responsibilities of the entire teaching staff at all levels. To support the
smooth implementation of NSE in primary and secondary schools, the Education Bureau (EDB) has been
continuously adopting various support measures, including the provision of relevant learning and
teaching resources and training for teachers.

4. To tie in with the Constitution Day on 4 December and to enhance the implementation of
NSE in schools, the EDB will distribute complimentary copies of the book series {[FHZHZE2HF )
(Chinese only) (“the book series”) to primary and secondary schools (including special schools) offering
local curriculum as supplementary teaching resources. The book series consists of four volumes, which
is compiled by University of International Relations + Research Institute of National Security Law, with
Professor BI Yanying, Vice President of University of International Relations as the Editor-in-Chief. The
book series cover all key stages of primary and secondary schools. It explains the concepts and
knowledge of national security in a progressive manner, which not only helps students understand the
meaning of national security, but also strengthens their law-abiding awareness.



5. The book series at the primary level consists of two volumes: Primary 1 to 3, and Primary
4 to 6. Each primary school will receive two sets, a total of four volumes. The book series at the
secondary level consists of two volumes: Secondary 1 to 3, and Secondary 4 to 6. Each secondary
school will receive two sets at the secondary level, a total of four volumes. Each special school at the

primary and secondary levels will receive one set, a total of four volumes. Teachers can adopt the ideas
from the book series and design extended learning activities according to students’ abilities and levels to
strengthen students’ sense of belonging to our country and their national identity from an early age, so as
to build their awareness and responsibilities for safeguarding national security together. Heads of primary,
secondary and special schools are requested to complete the attached collection form and arrange to
collect the book series at the respective Regional Education Offices from 19 November to 24 December
2024.

6. To further support teachers in using learning and teaching resources effectively for the
implementation of NSE and to enhance their professional capacity, the Curriculum Development
Institute (CDI) has invited Professor BI, the Editor-in-Chief of the book series, to conduct a
“Seminar on Teaching Strategies and the Use of Learning and Teaching Materials for the
Implementation of National Security Education” on 19 November 2024 (Tuesday). For details and
enrolment, please visit the EDB Training Calendar System (Course ID: CDI1020241315 ).
